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ORBIT	 INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE 

With the Orbit, Armin Strom has completely redesigned the ubiquitous date function. 
It is the world’s first watch to indicate the date on demand, on the bezel.

This reimagined functionality with on/off possibility is driven by an innovative column 
wheel mechanism. It is built on an automatic movement with micro rotor and a torque 
limiting barrel ensuring a consistent power delivery to the regulating organ to ensure 
optimal chronometric performance throughout the watch autonomy.

Thank you for buying an Armin Strom watch. To guarantee perfect working of your 
watch for many years to come, please pay careful attention to the advice on use set 
out in these instruction.





WINDING

Your automatic watch is wound by the movements of your wrist. If it has not been worn 
for some time and has stopped, it is necessary to wind it manually with approximately 
ten crown turns. To do so, turn the crown clockwise in the normal crown position. 
When fully wound, the watch has a 72h power reserve. The barrel of the Calibre ASS20 
is fitted with a slip spring, which is not locked when the movement is fully wound. 
Some thirty turns are needed to wind the watch fully. Yet, it is not necessary to wind 
the barrel completely as the Equal Force technology ensures optimal performance 
after just one crown turn.





WINDING While manually winding your watch, we 
recommend to hold it at a 90° angle to 
avoid its micro-rotor from spinning. You 
may also check the state of winding by 
looking at the small power reserve indi-
cator fitted on the barrel.





Pull the crown out one click. To 
ensure correct setting of the time, 
first rotate the minute hand 5 minutes 
ahead of the desired time, then go 
back (by rotating counterclockwise) 
to the desired time. Due to gear train 
tolerances, the minute hand may stand 
still up to 40 seconds without moving.

SETTING THE TIME



IMPORTANT: do not operate the crown 
underwater or when the watch is wet. 
Always push the crown back to the 
normal position once the settings have 
been made.



COLUMN WHEEL DATE Your Armin Strom Orbit is equipped with 
an innovative pointer date with on/off 
function.

The pusher on the side of the case allows 
you to switch between the date on/off 
positions.

In its off position, the central date hands 
points to the «date» caption on the be-
zel.

Thanks to the ASS20 caliber’s mechani-
cal memory, by pressing the pusher on 
the left side of the case, the date hand 
points to the correct date on the bezel (1 
to 31).

With another push on the button on the 
left side of the case, the date hand points 
back to its neutral position.





SETTING THE DATE To set the date, make sure that the date 
«ON» mode is activated the central date 
hands points towards a number (1 to 31) 
on the bezel.

If the hands points towards the «DATE» 
caption, pressing the pusher on the side 
of the case allows you to switch to the 
date «ON» mode.





SETTING THE DATE

Once the date «ON» mode is activated, the date setting can be performed pulling the 
crown out one click and moving time forward.

IMPORTANT:
Do not operate the crown underwater or when the watch is wet. Always push the 
crown back to the normal position once the settings have been made.

If you have not worn your watch for a while, a corrector is also integrated into the case 
band and allows for rapid adjustment of the date.

With the setting tool delivered with your Armin Strom Orbit, press the corrector re-
peatedly to set the desired date. The date advances one day with each press. Do not 
operate the fast correction of the date between 10PM and 2AM .

It is necessary to adjust the date after each month with less than 31 days.

WARRANTY 

Your Armin Strom watch is warranted 
against manufacturing defects for a pe-
riod of five years from the original pur-
chase date. Within the framework of 
this warranty, any servicing or repair work 
on your Armin Strom watch must be car-
ried out by an authorized Armin Strom 
service center.

In order to benefit from your Armin 
Strom warranty, you will be required to 
present to Armin Strom or any Armin 
Strom authorized Retailer, your warranty 
Certificate duly completed, dated, stam-
ped and signed by Armin Strom or an  
Armin Strom Authorized Retailer. 
NOTE The international warranty does 
not in any way affect the consumers’ 
rights legally recognized by the applica-
ble national legislation.

The warranty does not cover: • defects 
or damages after the warranty expires 
• damages resulting from the misuse, 
negligence or accident • defects or da-
mages resulting from unauthorized mo-
difications or repairs • theft, loss, acts of 
God, accidents and natural disasters • 
wear and tear from normal ageing and 
use of the watch • damages resulting 
from the contact with water if water re-
sistance tests have not been performed 
every two years and each time the case 
was opened, or, if your watch is not water  
resistant

   



MAINTENANCE AND CARE

Like any sophisticated instrument that 
can be subjected to a wide variety of 
stresses and strains, your Armin Strom 
requires proper care and regular main-
tenance. We generally recommend that 
a maintenance service should be carried 
out every 3 to 5 years. To ensure that the 
service is carried out professionally, take 
your watch to Armin Strom or an authori-
zed Armin Strom retailer. 

We recommend the following considera-
tions, so that your watch is preserved as 
long as possible: • keep your watch away 
from exposure to magnetic fields like 
electric devices, speakers or other elec-
tromagnetic appliances • avoid wearing 
your watch during activities involving 
strong vibrations or impacts • avoid ex-
posing your watch to extreme climatic 
changes, in particular changes in tem-
perature or humidity such as saunas • 
take your watch off before you swim in 
seawater. Rinse your watch with fresh 
water after exposure to salt water • Avo-
id contact with cosmetics or corrosive 
products as these may damage seals, 
straps or case • to clean your watch, sim-
ply wipe it with a little soapy water and 
dry it with a soft cloth • When not being 
worn, keep your watch in a cool dry place



WATER RESISTANCE 

Your Armin Strom watch is water resistant to 50m. The water resistance of a watch 
can be compromised by external factors (such as shocks, perspiration, cosmetics or 
salt water) or by the natural aging process of the gaskets. That is why water resistance 
cannot be permanently guaranteed, and the gaskets must be periodically replaced.

We recommend having a water-resistance check conducted every two years. Always 
make sure that the crown is pressed back in the normal position.
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
